II
Conditions applicable 

A).
The researcher is to give prior notice of field surveys / schedule of visits to NParks Management upon approval of research application. The researcher(s) and all field assistant(s) are also to report / inform by call to the Ranger Counter / Information Kiosk, if applicable at the field venue, before and after each field visit.

B).
A copy of the research permit must be carried at all time while conducting study at the field venue, and be produced upon request. The research pass(es) issued is / are to be worn at all time while at the field venue. There shall be no field work in case of rain / thunderstorm, for safety reasons.

C).
Only research permit holder is allow to conduct research survey / collection of specimens in the field. All field assistant(s) without pass(es) are not allowed to collect specimens. The research permit and pass(es) are not transferable.

D).
The researcher(s) is / are only to collect / capture and handle those material / organisms explicitly approved under the research permit. The collection should be in such limited quantity as is required for the research study project.

E).
The researcher(s) must take into account the delicate ecosystem of the field venue (minimum clearance and disturbance to the immediate surroundings) and of the other visitors' perception and use of the park / reserve while conducting the research study. Hence, researchers are encouraged to keep their research team small and NOT to schedule field work during weekends and public holidays, where higher visitorship is normally expected, unless their research require public participation.

F).
All foreign materials, including any authorized “Research In Progress” signage, must be removed after each field survey, unless approval has been given for a more permanent setting. In that case, all equipments / sampling markings left out in the fields must be labelled with the permit number. These must also be removed upon completion of all field surveys.

G).
Any maps / data / field sites provided by NParks for the researcher(s) are confidential and specific for their use in their research project. These are not to be circulated / use / access otherwise after the completion of the research project.

H).
Complimentary admission will be granted to research pass holder(s) for scheduled field visits for those field venues where admission charges apply. Otherwise, in the event of unscheduled visit, the researcher(s) will have to pay the normal entry fee.

I).
The researcher(s) is / are requested to submit half-yearly / annual report(s) on the project findings to the Sungei Buloh Wetland Reserve for review, and also for renewal of research permit, if required. Upon completion of the research study, a copy of the project report must also be submitted to the Sungei Buloh Wetland Reserve (Attn : Ms Jeanne Tan) for NParks' record and reference within one month.

J).
A copy of the field data recorded / report or a list of specimen collected, inclusive of location and date, and other field observations (such as frequency / density count, flowering / fruiting / nesting phenology) should be submitted to the Sungei Buloh Wetland Reserve after each field visit.

K).
Drafts for paper resulting from the research study is / are to be forwarded to the Sungei Buloh Wetland Reserve for review prior to any publication. Two copies of the subsequent publication are to be submitted to the Sungei Buloh Wetland Reserve (NParks) for the depository of biological information on Singapore's flora and fauna.  

L).
The primary set of flora specimens of fertile / sterile plant materials should be deposited at the Singapore Botanic Gardens Herbarium (SING), while the primary set of fauna specimens acquired should be deposited at the Raffles Museum of Biodiversity Research (RMBR), National University of Singapore.

Please note that the research permit will be terminated if any of the above is not complied.
